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ECONOMIC RELEVANCE OF AGRICULTURE SECTOR

The economies of SH countries
significantly expanded, on average, from
2.91% in 1990-1999 to 5.52% in 2010-
2018. However, the agriculture’s share to
GDP remained almost constant during that
period. Similarly, the sector's contribution,
to employment generation remained
constant with slight increase during the
past two decades. However, % female
employment in the sector experienced
significant increase.

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AGRICULTURE AND LAND USE

About 40% of the total land areas of the regional member countries is agricultural land.
The region agriculture land expanded from an average of 13.4 million ha from 1990-99 to
15 million ha during the period 2010-18. About 70% of the agricultural growth rate of the
region is attributed to the expansion of cultivated land. However, land use and landscape
structures are facing serious challenges in the region, including rapid population growth
and climate change. The land equipped for irrigation increased by more than 7% over the

past two decades.

Despite this progress, SH
Countries remain to be low-income food deficit and one of the less-developed countries
based on UN classifications.
